RESIDENCE PERMIT 
EU/EEA citizens Citizens of the EU/EEA countries do not need a residence permit, but 

they must register their right to reside in Finland if their stay lasts for 
longer than three months. This can be done at the police station in 
Jyväskylä after the arrival.  

Non-EU/EEA citizens Citizens of non-EU/EEA countries who wish to stay in Finland for 
more than three months must be in possession of a residence permit 
when entering the country. An application for the permit should be 
submitted to the Finnish Embassy or Consulate in the student’s 
country of origin in good time before arrival in Finland. More 
information: http://www.migri.fi. 

 

HEALTH INSURANCE 
EU/EEA citizens Citizens of the EU/EEA countries should bring a European health 

insurance card with them. Additional private insurance is also 
recommended. 

Non-EU/EEA citizens Citizens of non-EU/EEA countries are required to have their own 
medical insurance. For studies of less than two years in duration, a 
citizen of a non-EU/EEA country must have private insurance which 
covers the costs of medical treatment up to 100,000 euros. A residence 
permit cannot be granted without suitable insurance.
